Day 3- Bible Study With The Girls
December 11th, 2011


1. Opening Prayer
2. Take 10 minutes and write a prayer to Your Savior about the current condition of your heart. What area do you need Him to change you the most? Pour out your heart to Him who cares the most about you!
3. Review answer to Crystal’s question to John 1:5: Water in this verse is referred to “The Word of God.”  Read Ephesians 5:25-26. “Husbands Love your wives, just as Christ loved the Church and gave Himself up for her, to make her Holy, cleansing her by the washing with water through the Word.” Now compare to 1 Peter 1:23 which says “For you have been born again, not of perishable seed, but of imperishable, through the living and enduring Word of God.” Some believe that water in this verse means the “Spirit” by comparing this to John 7:38- “Whoever believes in me, as the scripture has said, streams of living water will flow from within him.  By this He meant the Spirit, whom those who believed in Him would later receive.”

Lets Discuss John Chapter 5, 6 and 7:
· Chapter 5 opens up with Jesus’ third recorded sign and marks the beginning of His second year in ministry. What is the third recorded sign (John 5:1-15)? Do you remember the first and second sign? (hint: John 2:1-11 and John 4:43-54)
· Explain The Pool of Bethesda (John 5: 1-15)- Which means “house of mercy” or “house of pity”
· NIV is missing verse 4 in chapter 5, which says: “For an Angel of the Lord went down at certain seasons into the pool and stirred up the water; whoever then first, after the stirring up of the water, stepped in was made well from whatever disease with which he was afflicted.

· John 5:6, Jesus says “Do you want to be made well?” Is your answer an excuse or are you really ready to change?  Then walk!

· Chapter 6 opens up with Jesus’ fourth recorded sign and marks the beginning of His third year in ministry.  What is the fourth recorded sign?

· A thought to ponder about Jesus’ characteristics in John 6:15- The people wanted to make Him king when they saw His miracle of feeding the 5,000. If He was mere man, He would not be able to resist the temptation of power and pride. Instead He knew His purpose and the bible said he withdrew from the people and their request.

· When Jesus feeds the 5,000, do you see your Christian walk, parallel to the handling of the bread in this scripture (John 6:11)?  In this miracle Jesus receives the bread, blesses the bread, breaks the bread, and then uses the bread. This is exactly what takes place when we begin a relationship with Christ.  He first receives you upon your genuine request and confession. He blesses you and then He breaks you from your self.  This breaking is a painful process but the most important.  Then He can use you to touch others. This is His way! The only way.

4. What were three things that really spoke to you in John chapter 5-7? Do you remember the difference between the Greek word Rhema and Logos?
5. Getting to know WHO Jesus says He is: Lets discuss some characteristics about Jesus.
-According to John 6:6 Jesus tests us.  This is what He does.
-According to John 6:12 Jesus wastes nothing.  He uses everything. Good and bad, He uses it all.

6. Explain in your own words John 5:24

7. What does John 6:40 say that God’s will is?

8. Now look at John 6:28-29. How many times and ways does Jesus have to tell us that ALL we have to do is BELIEVE in Him!  This is where our salvation rests, not in works.
9. John 6:16-24 is about Jesus walking on water.  To walk on water you have to get out of the boat!  Where are you today, in the boat or walking on water with Jesus?  Explain
10. Ephesians 6:10-18 The Full Armor of God
-Belt of Truth- Knowing the Word of God, filling our hearts with the Word (Logos), the bible.
-Breastplate of Righteousness- Receiving (and believing) the righteousness from Jesus through His payment on the cross. In exchange, He placed on us His righteousness, making us the righteousness of God.  We are now in right standing with God

-Shoes of the Preparation of the Gospel of Peace- With our feet we are to go out into the world and preach the good news of the Gospel. Peace is invading the territory of the enemy.  When we relax into Christ, it is hard for the enemy to attack
-Shield of Faith- Faith is being sure of what you hope for and certain of what you do not see. (Read Matt 11:23-24)

-Helmet of Salvation- This protects your mind.  It is the knowing and believing of the fullness of your salvation.  That God gives you healing, deliverance, and wholeness on earth.  Salvation is not only a ticket to heaven. Salvation starts on earth.

-Sword of the Spirit- Using your mouth to speak the word of God (scriptures) out loud.  Memorize scripture and use them against the enemy like Jesus did when Satan tried to tempt Him (Luke 4:4, 4:8, 4:12)

-Lances of Prayer- Pray always in everything you do.  Paul refers to ALL types of prayer.  He says prayer of intercession, faith, thanksgiving, supplication, agreement, petition, corporate prayer, and praying in tongues.  Prayer is about relationship, NOT ritual.  
11. Pass out index cards- We are going to begin learning how to strap on the BELT of Truth and use The Sword of the Spirit. Starting with 1 Corinthians 2:9
12. HOMEWORK: 
-Read John Chapter 8-10.
-Write down three things that really spoke to you and that you will want to share at our next class.

-Write down three things you learned about Jesus in these scriptures. 
-Chapter 8 opens up with a very dramatic story of an adulterous woman being pulled off a man during intercourse.  Was she naked, standing there in front of Jesus and the crowd, did she have a towel draped over her body?  There is no way for us to know but you could only imagine the humiliation of this woman caught in her sin!  How does Jesus respond to her sin? Sin always takes us one step further then we wanted to go. Can you remember a time in your life when sin took you to far? Explain?  
-Read John 8:44 and write down every fact about Satan you can find in this scripture.  Look hard, there is one that is kind of tricky. 
-Read John 10:3-5.  Who is Jesus referring to when He talks about the “sheep?” Who is the “watchman?”
