I. Opening Prayer

II. Recite from memory 1 Corinthians 2:9

III. We are told all throughout scriptures that we must REPENT! Lets look at what God’s word says: Read by dividing up each scripture- Matt 4:17, Mark 6:12, Luke 13:3, Acts 3:19

-Webster’s Definition of REPENTENCE is- “To feel remorse, or self-reproach for what one HAS done or has FAILED to do.  To feel such regret for past conduct, as to change ones mind regarding it.” This is true repentance; to confess and turn from your sin!
IV. Take ten minutes and write a prayer of repentance. What do you feel led to make right with God? Big or small sins… Just REPENT! “Go now and leave your life of sin!” John 8:11


V. Confess your sins?  James 5:16 “Confess your sins to each other ad pray for each other so that you may be healed. The prayer of a righteous man is powerful and effective.” 

VI. READ Ephesians 6:10-18 The Full Armor of God
a. Belt of Truth- Knowing the Word of God, filling our hearts with the Word (Logos), the bible.
b. Breastplate of Righteousness- Receiving (and believing) the righteousness from Jesus through His payment on the cross. In exchange, He placed on us His righteousness, making us the righteousness of God.  We are now in right standing with God
c. Shoes of the Preparation of the Gospel of Peace- With our feet we are to go out into the world and preach the good news of the Gospel. Peace is invading the territory of the enemy.  When we relax into Christ, it is hard for the enemy to attack
d. Shield of Faith- Faith is being sure of what you hope for and certain of what you do not see. (Read Matt 11:23-24)
e. Helmet of Salvation- This protects your mind.  It is the knowing and believing of the fullness of your salvation.  That God gives you healing, deliverance, and wholeness on earth.  Salvation is not only a ticket to heaven. Salvation starts on earth.
f. Sword of the Spirit- Using your mouth to speak the word of God (scriptures) out loud.  Memorize scripture and use them against the enemy like Jesus did when Satan tried to tempt Him (Luke 4:4, 4:8, 4:12)
g. Lances of Prayer- Pray always in everything you do.  Paul refers to ALL types of prayer.  He says prayer of intercession, faith, thanksgiving, supplication, agreement, petition, corporate prayer, and praying in tongues.  Prayer is about relationship, NOT ritual.

VII. Lets Discuss John Chapter 8, 9 and 10
a. Combine the last verse of chapter seven (7:53) and read it with 8:1 (Show pictures of Mt Olives).  What does this reveal about Jesus? Compare with Luke 5:58 which says: “Foxes have holes and birds of the air have nests, but the Son of Man has nowhere to lay His head.” 
b. Chapter 8 opens up with a dramatic scene of a woman caught in the very act of adultery. My first thought is… where was the man who was ALSO caught in the adulterous act? The scribes (a group of men who copied and taught the scriptures) used this woman as bate to try and trip Jesus. The Law of Moses commanded that a person taken in the act of adultery should be stoned to death.  They knew if Jesus let the woman go then he would be opposing the Law of Moses and they would accuse Him of being unjust.  On the other hand, if He condemned the woman to death then they could show He was an enemy to the Roman Government and possibly say that He was not merciful.
c. Do you ever feel as if you are a slave to your sinful desires/your flesh? John 8:34 says “EVERYONE who sins is a slave to sin.” BUT the key is to strap on your Breastplate of Righteousness and believe that “who the Son sets free is free indeed.” Free from what? Free from SIN! “So go now and leave your life of sin.”
d. Chapter 9 opens with Jesus’ sixth miracle.  What is this miracle?  Let’s review His first five miracles.
e. Read John 9:6-7 now compare to Jesus miracle in chapter 11 with Lazarus.  The roll we play in our healing is important and necessary. 
f. 2 out of the 6 miracles performed so far were done on the Sabbath.  Miracle #3 (The healing of the paralyzed at the pool) and Miracle #6 (The healing of the blind man.) The Jews were outraged that Jesus was healing on the Sabbath because of what the Law of Moses states, BUT lets read exactly what the original laws says: Read Deuteronomy 5:12-14.  Where does it say that God intends for the Sabbath to prevent acts of mercy and kindness (or healing?) The Pharisees berated the healed blind man to give his testimony.  They accused him of being a disciple of Jesus and claimed they were Moses’ disciples.  Although Moses never healed anyone and Jesus healed the first blind man. Could they not see the Truth staring them in their face?  Or was their heart to hard?

g. Who are the people referred to in “The Shepard and His Flock” (Chapter 10:1-21)
i. The thief and the robber, who do NOT enter the sheep pen by the gate (vs 1)- Many counterfeits who came to the Jewish people proclaiming that they were the Messiah. (False Prophets)
ii. The Shepard of His sheep, who enters by the gate (vs 2)- Jesus
iii. The door keeper (vs 3)- Three suggestions are: The Prophets of the OT who foretold Christ’ coming, or John the Baptist, or The Holy Spirit.
iv. His own sheep (vs 3)-  The Jewish people
v. The gate (vs 7)- Jesus
vi. The Good Shepard (vs 11)- Jesus
vii. The hired hand (vs 12)- One who serves for money. The Pharisees
viii. The other sheep (vs 16)- The Gentiles (me and you)

VIII. What were three things that really spoke to you in John chapter 8-10? Do you remember the difference between the Greek word Rhema and Logos?
a. Read John 9:35 “Do you believe in the Son of Man?” This is Jesus’ version of the salvation plan/prayer.  Simple, short and straight to the point.  Now Read the healed mans response in John 9:38- “Lord, I believe.” And he worshiped Him.

IX. Getting to know WHO Jesus says He is: Lets discuss some characteristics about Jesus.
a. According to John 10:39 “again they tried to seize Him, but He escaped their grasp.” He is all powerful!

X. John 8:44 what facts to you learn about Satan?

XI. Pass out index cards- We are going to begin learning how to strap on the BELT of Truth and use The Sword of the Spirit. Starting with Deuteronomy 8:3

XII. HOMEWORK: 
a. Memorize Deuteronomy 8:3 and review 1 Corinthians 2:9
b. Read John Chapter 11-13.
c. Write down three things that really spoke to you and that you will want to share at our next class.
d. Write down three things you learned about Jesus in these scriptures.

e. John 11:35 says that “Jesus wept.” Take some time and think about why you think Jesus was weeping? Write your answer.
f. What do we learn about the devil in John 13:2?
g. When Jesus washed the disciple’s feet in Chapter 13, what was He trying to get Peter to understand?
h. Has there been a time in your life where the Lord has lavished you?  Did you respond like Peter and refuse the mercy or did you receive it like the other disciples (knowing you did not deserve it)?
